Pray that every minute of your day will be lived to glorify God. (1
Corinthians 10:31)

Ask that you will develop a sense of humility, rejecting pride. (1
Peter 5:5-6 and Proverbs 15:33)

Ask that you will see people and things from God's perspective.

Pray that you will be full of joy of the Lord in all situations.
(Nehemiah 8:10)

Pray that you will crave the knowledge of God's Word and apply it
consistently. (Psalm 119:105 and Romans 11:33)

Ask that you will be avessel through which God's love flows to
others. (1 John 3:16)

Pray that you will do your work from Godly motives, not to please
other people.
